Contractor shall possess a valid Class C-27 (Landscape)  

This contract is subject to state contract nondiscrimination and compliance requirement pursuant to Government Code, Section 12990. Pursuant to Section 1771 Labor Code, the general prevailing wage rates in the City, or counties, in which the works to be done have been determined by the Director of the California Department of Industrial Relations. These wages are set forth in the General Prevailing Wages Rates for these maintenance services, available from the California Department of Industrial Relations’ Internet web site at http://www.dir.ca.gov 

Failure of the bidder to fulfill the requirements of the Special Provisions for submittals required to be furnished after bid opening and the required (10%) ten percent of the total proposal price surety bond payable to the City of Coachella submitted at the time of proposal, may subject the bidder to a disqualification determination.
REGISTRATION WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS: In accordance with Labor Code Section 1725.5 and 1771.1, no contractor or subcontractor shall be qualified to bid on, be listed in a bid proposal, subject to the requirements of Section 4104 of the Public Contract Code, or engage in the performance of any contract for public work, unless currently registered and qualified to perform public work pursuant to Section 1725.5 [with limited exceptions for bid purposes only under Labor Code Section 1771.1 (a)].   

All bidders shall be licensed under the provisions of Chapter 9, Division 3 of the Business and Professions Code of the State of California to do the type of maintenance work contemplated in the contract. 

The successful bidder will be required to furnish a Faithful Performance Bond in the amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the Contract Price.
